(iii) If a language is already subtitled or if the film is no longer being shown, the LUX Prize will support the publication and distribution of the DVD.


In 2007 and 2008, the two first winners of the LUX Prize were respectively ‘Auf der Anderen Seite’ and ‘Le silence de Lorna’.


I would like to draw your attention to the fact that only three films out of the ten in the Official Selection will compete for the LUX Prize 09 Award. The names of these three films will be revealed during the forthcoming Venice International Film Festival on 2-12 September. 


Should EASTERN PLAYS be amongst the films in competition, you will please be so kind as to give us your agreement to take part in the competition and related events, and to certify that at least two representatives of the films (amongst whom the director or leading actor/actress) will be attend the LUX Prize award ceremony, which will be held on 25 November 2009 in the European Parliament hemicycle in Strasbourg (France).


In the meantime, you can already use the ‘LUX Prize 09 - Official Selection’ label (see Annex) in your promotional and distribution plan for EASTERN PLAYS. The label can be applied to every promotional support, either in print or on-line, and must be inserted at the beginning of the film when it is shown in cinemas or on DVD (see Annex).
